REGULAR MEETING

The meeting was opened by President Grant Ervin.


The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The Minutes were approved as read by membership. (Corinne Antoszewski, Secretary)


As of September 2, 2009 the balance in the Treasury is $1,333.82.  The Treasurer’s Report will be filed for Audit. (Nan Pischke, Treasurer)

COMMUNITCATIONS John Santore

Mr. Santorin stated that he received six (6) RFP’S and has narrowed the prospects to four (4).  Mr. Santorin will interview the four.   At the next M.A.C.C. meeting there will be a final approval.

NEWSLETTER Amy Ervin

Ms. Ervin stated that she would like to do another Newsletter.  A discussion was held with Ms. Ervin stating that the next mailing would cost $260.00.   It would be bulk mailed.

COMMUNITY PLANNING & DEVELOPMENT   Matt Viersen

Mr. Diersen stated the owner of 5433 Jackson Street has withdrawn variance for three (3) units.

*A motions was made to draft letter to ask Zoning Board of Adjustment to uphold R2 zoning classification for MAP PITTSBURGH to their specifications.
A discussion was held and a vote taken.  It was voted for unanimously

Mr. Diersen will draft a letter but will talk to Mr. Dorso first about enforcing the Zoning Code.  The case is to be heard on September 10, 2009.
PORT AUTHORITY TRANSIT DEVELOPMENT PLAN

On August 28, 2009 the initial draft of the Transit Plan was submitted.  There are good parts, but they may need adjustments.  They need an understanding of what people want.


Mr. Matt Diersen went over the bus schedules and what buses the Port Authority wants to eliminate.  


In the plan, PAT wants to eliminate the 94B.  M.A.C.C., HIGHLAND PARK & STANTON HEIGHTS are all working together on this problem.  Grouping together with other neighborhoods gives more strength.  The Group will canvas the neighborhoods to alert residents about PAT’s plans.

*A motion was made to support newly 73A through Morningside
A discussion was held and it passed unanimously.

A discussion was held about the property at 1742 Morningside Avenue.  The builders have submitted all their plans.  The Zoning Board had some concerns.  It should be resolved soon.


The Morningside School update is that the Ernie Sota-Green Development process is that they want a historic tax credit on the building.  Since the building was built in 1898 it is eligible for Historical designation.  The problem is, is that the gymnasium would have to be removed.  It would cost between $180,000 to $200,000 to remove.

ACTIVITIES  


The Movie in the Park/Community Picnic was a success.  About 100-125 people attended.  The cost of the event was:  $1,657.68.   ($1,000 city grant,  M.A.C.C.’s cost $658.68= $1,657.68).


President Ervin discussed the Allegheny Riverfront Vision Plans meeting at the Zoo.  President Ervin explained that the group walked through Heath’s Run and then met at the Ice Cream Zebra station for an ice cream social.


The new mural on Greenwood Street at the Morningside Market is done.  The Sprout Fun has allocated $500 to be spent on the Mural dedication party.   A discussion was held as to how to spend the money and what to spend it on.    A date has to be picked, in which it would like to be after September 19, 2009.   A Committee was formed to make plans.   (Matt Arena, Jasmine, Katy, Amy & Corinne)

GREENING & BEAUTIFICATION Amy Ervin

Ms. Ervin Stated that the lower Baker Street greenery has been mowed., eleven (11) trees will be coming in November to be planted.  Ms. Ervin stated that she applied for thirty (30) trees.  Would like to have a clean-up prior to the Mural dedication.  Ms.  Ervin also stated that she needs more volunteers.
